Have you ever supported someone who you experienced as òunmotivated,ó 
crying, sleeping a lot or challenging in other ways?  Sometimes people may 
look this way when coping with Depression.  During this two hour basic 
training, participants will consider the ways that depression impacts those 
we serve and learn how to recognize possible symptoms.  We will also 
discuss how this contributes to the behavior we find challenging.  At the 
conclusion of this training, participants will be able to formulate a method 
of support based on Positive Approaches.
